MWA Warehouse

Pitman Contractor has completed the front wall repair caused by separation. On September 30th, we completed the yearly audit of the Warehouse and Stormwater. We are continuing to implement new processes in the Warehouse to better serve MWA employees and contractors more efficiently with fewer interruptions. 

The warehouse staff has completed 159 Work Orders charged and 189 GL codes charged, totaling $201,472 in inventory transactions for the warehouse in August 2025, not including Stormwater $8,401 and Fleet $5,789.
