MWA Warehouse

The contractor has completed the installation of the heaters for the Warehouse above the front counter, received quotes, and is preparing to schedule the installation of the new fire alarm. We are continuing to implement new processes in the Warehouse to better serve MWA employees and contractors more efficiently with fewer interruptions. 

The warehouse staff has completed 82 work orders and charged 214 GL codes, totaling $167,598.00 in inventory transactions for the warehouse in November 2025, excluding Stormwater ($4,975.00). Additionally, 71 work orders were charged to the fleet, and 9 work orders were for the meter project.
